If YOU are re-enrolling and we certainly hope you are- Here are some important dates:  

• Re-enrollment for current families is Monday, February 13 at 8am. You can bring your 

application to school and drop it off at 8, or the online application will open at 8 am. Either 

way, your application will be date/time stamped and classes will fill on a First come first serve 

basis. “I am hoping to have Toddler time for next year open at the same day and time.” You 

will get a packet of information about that in January in your brown bags. Remember kiddos 

who do not live in Madison can come to us for 4K through the miracle of open enrollment. 

Your packet will have information about that and I can always help-although it is a simple 

process.  

• New families get to enroll on Monday, February 20 at 8am. Same process, so if you have 

friends who might be interested, that is their date. That is also the date for Alumni families, 

although they get preference over new families.
